Kurt Brown is the author of six chapbooks and five
full-length collections of poetry, including Return of
the Prodigals, More Things in Heaven and Earth, Fables
from the Ark, Future Ship, and the upcoming No
Other Paradise. Of this latest collection, D. Nurske
writes: “With a clear eye, zapping wit, and a mind
haunted by the unfathomable future, Brown is
creating fascinating poetry whose horizons lie far
beyond the self.” Mr. Brown is the editor of several
anthologies including: Verse and Universe: Poems
about Science and Mathematics; Night Out: Poems
About Hotels, Motels, Restaurants and Bars; Blues for
Bill, for the late William Matthews; and Conversation
Pieces: Poems that Talk to Other Poems. He founded
